Operational Safety                              P/D/C William F. Mullin, AP   

It’s all well and good to have PFD gear onboard.  Matter of fact that is a LEGAL requirement. 

You MUST have the proper life-saving gear on your boat. I think we will all agree on that. On the other 

hand, how about the boat’s mechanical and electrical gear? Is that all up to snuff on your boat? The item 

about coolant pump impellers in the current USPS Compass reminded me of the need to look at these 

things every now and again. 

If your boat has any kind of internal-combustion engine on board, it has a coolant water 

pump of some variety. Chances are very high this pump has an impeller that looks for to the world like 

a gear. The gear “teeth” are flexible and fit in a space that causes the “teeth” to “flex” as they rotate. 

This “flexing “causes the coolant to flow and works very well until the “teeth” get worn out and quit. 

That leaves you with a turning rubber hub, but no cooling water flow. As the article in USPS Compass 

recommends, you should inspect all of the fluid pump impellers several times a year. Start now as you 

ready the boat for the season and then again about every 60 days or so (depending on usage). If you 

have even the slightest reason to question the quality of your existing pump impeller, replace it. I can 

guarantee it will fail at the worst possible moment if you do not do that. How do I know that? It 

happened to me. 

Here’s my sad story about coolant pump failure. It was early on Thanksgiving Day morning. A 

small flotilla of boats gathered by the swing bridge opposite the entry to Harbourgate Marina. The idea 

was to trek on down the ICW picking up Long Bay Power Squadron members as we progressed. I was 

ready when the bunch got to Harbourgate. Our 1980 Carver Mariner cruiser was warmed up and “hot to 

trot”. I cast off from our slip and got as far as the marina entrance when a BIG BANG sounded under 

the hatch to the engines. The BIG BANG was followed by a lovely cloud of steam pouring out of the 

seams around the hatch. The fresh-water coolant pump had gone south and quit. This caused the exhaust 

hoses to burst and me to nearly leap out of my skivvies. That aborted our first attempt to cruise to 

Georgetown for the Annual Thanksgiving Overnight Cruise. I was lucky because all I had to do the next 

weekend was replace a whole bunch of hoses and several impellers. I was able to limp back to our slip 

and tie up. I wonder what would have happened had we been leaving the ICW via Little River Inlet. I 

would not want to have the engines quit there on a stormy morning. 

Moral of my sad tale? Inspect your water pump impellers and replace them if you doubt their 

integrity.

The ABC class is completed.  In all, 15 students took the course, were examined, all passed, and 

received certificates.  All who took on teaching assignments did a great job.  So many pitched in that to 

single them out would make for a long report.  All earned a big THANK YOU!  Especially noteworthy 

were the efforts of Kathryn and Larry Byrd, and Paul Soucy who were present through all of both 

sessions and took on tasks that would otherwise have been missed.  The surveys completed by the 

students were all positive, showing that the presentation was well received. 
 

The weekend following the ABC classes was devoted to the District 26 Spring Conference at Hilton 

Head, SC. 
 

Record keeping is a major topic discussed, and the updating and implementation of the HQ800 database 

was covered at length.  It is the portal through which whatever happens at squadron or district level is 

reported to national. 
 

Boat Operators Certification (BOC) was widely discussed.  BOC is a project of USPS to develop a 

system of showing a boater’s ability to drive a boat. It can be likened to licensure of automobile 

operators (driver’s licenses) developed by state governments.  In the nautical arena, boaters, in this case,  
 

USPS, are developing the mechanism before the Federal government (Coast Guard or similar agency) 

does it.  At Long Bay P/C Larry Byrd, SN is the first and only member certified as an Inland Navigator 

(IN), which is the first of 4 levels of certification.  Also, Larry has been nominated for IN certifier 

training, which will authorize him to examine and certify other boaters.  Way to go, Larry!!  The 

infrastructure of BOC is extensive, and will take quite a while to get it right.  Personally, I like the idea 

of it being developed by boaters rather than government employees. 
 

Cooperative Charting, dues structure and on-the-water training were also discussed at length.  All in all 

it was a productive meeting.

Long Bay is required to keep its By-Laws current and in compliance with the District and 

National guidelines.  PDC/Bill Mullin, AP has completed an up-date and it can be accessed 

from the “Membership” page of the Web Site.  Please read the new version so you are prepared 

to vote yes or no at the next meeting. 

On Saturday, March 5, a Vessel Examiners Training Class was held at Osprey Marina.  The class was 

taught by Larry Byrd, and four students as well as Frank Keiser and Paul Soucy were in attendance.  

After the classroom presentation was complete, students and examiners headed down to the docks for 

some “hands on” Vessel Safety Checks. 
 

All in all, the day was a great success.  Many thanks go to Larry for his excellent teaching and 

dedication.  Thanks also to Paul Soucy and Frank Keiser for mentoring the students.  Lastly, thanks to 

all the students that participated in this very challenging class.
